Selection 
The ArtisTree committee will select work for the exhibition based on content and quality of workmanship. 
Eligibility 
Open to all artists. Work in any medium is welcome, ready to hang, and weighing no more than 25 lbs and measuring no more than 60” x 60”. The theme or content of the work should be related to Tree s. 
Entry Deadline 
Entry deadline is January 27th, 2010. All entries must be complete and submitted electronically on or before that date. Incomplete entries will not be considered. Entries received by January 5th  will be considered for preview promotional events including the Downtown ArtAbout and media spotlights of artist’s work. 
Entries 
Entrants may submit digital images of as many as five works. Two images may be submitted of each piece for three-dimensional works. All submissions must be accompanied by the attached form. 
Digital Entries 
Digital images must be high quality .jpg files with the shortest dimension being at least 600 pixels. File size should not exceed 1 MB. The files must be clearly labeled to correspond to your list of submitted works. The file title should be in the format Artistlastname_title.jpg. If you have any questions regarding the submission of digital images, contact Ruth Williams, info@treedavis.org. Entries must be emailed to Tree Davis by the entry deadline. 

Notification 
Selected artists will be informed by e-mail no later than February 3rd, 2010. 
Delivery and pick-up 
Accepted artwork can be dropped off at First Northern Bank (434 2nd St., Davis CA 95616) on February 4th or 5th 9am-5pm.  Hanging art should have a copy of the entry form taped to the back side of the work. Entry form can be included in package for three-dimensional works. Pick up of any unsold artwork will be at 9:30 p.m., February 13th, the night of the auction.  Unsold artwork can also be picked up at First Northern Bank on February 16th or 17th 9am – 5pm.  Artists may arrange for their art to be picked up by another person beforehand in writing by emailing info@treedavis.org. Any unclaimed artwork will become the property of Tree Davis on March 1, 2010. 
Installation of artwork 
In rare instances, the exhibition designer may find that some pieces cannot be included due to space considerations. Works delivered without proper installation hardware may be rejected. 

Sales 
Proceeds from sold work are paid up to 40% to the artist and 60% to Tree Davis. Checks to the artists are processed within 10 days of the auction. The artist may chose to donate any amount between 60% and 100% of the proceeds to Tree Davis. The artist will set the minimum bid price at no more than $500. Based on past auctions, minimum bids under $200 are encouraged. 
Reproduction 
Tree Davis reserves the right to photograph and document all accepted works for publicity use, internet use, educational purposes and record keeping purposes. 

Agreement 
Submission for consideration constitutes agreement to the conditions above. Please keep a copy of this form for your records. Tree Davis is not responsible for lost or damaged entries.
